Celebrant Grace to you and peace from God our Creator, the love at our beginning  
  and without end, in our midst and always with us.   
People  God is with us, here we find new life. 
 
Celebrant Let us give thanks for the coming of God’s reign of justice and love. 
People  Jesus Christ is good news for the poor, release for the captives, recovery  
  of sight for the blind and liberty for those who are oppressed. 
 

 
Song of Praise 
 During the Song of Praise the people will be sprinkled with Holy Water.

The Lessons 
 
First Lesson    Isaiah 25:6-9 
On this mountain the Lord of hosts will make for all peoples a feast of rich food, a feast of 
well-aged wines, of rich food filled with marrow, of well-aged wines strained clear. And God 
will destroy on this mountain the shroud that is cast over all people, the sheet that is 
spread over all nations. God will swallow up death forever. Then the Lord God will wipe 
away the tears from all faces, and the disgrace of the people will be taken away from all the 
earth, for the Lord has spoken. It will be said on that day, Lo, this is our God; we have 
waited so that we might be saved. This is the Lord for whom we have waited; let us be glad 
and rejoice in our salvation. The Word of the Lord.

Second Lesson  Acts 10:34-43 
Then Peter began to speak: “I truly understand that God shows no partiality, but in every 
nation anyone who fears God and does what is right is acceptable. You know the message 
God sent to the people of Israel, preaching peace by Jesus Christ – he is Lord of all. That 
message spread throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee after the baptism that John 
announced, how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power, 
how he went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed, for God was with him. 
We are witnesses to all that he did both in Judea and in Jerusalem. They put him to death 
by hanging him on a tree, God raised him on the third day and allowed him to appear, not 
to all the people but to us who were chosen by God as witnesses, and who ate and drank 
with him after he rose from the dead. He commanded us to preach to the people and to 
testify that he is the one ordained by God as judge of the living and the dead. All the 



prophets testify about him that everyone who believes in him receives forgiveness of sins 
through his name.”

When the Sabbath was over, Mary Magdalene, and Mary the mother of James, and Salome 
brought spices, so that they might go and anoint Jesus. And very early on the first day of 
the week, when the sun had risen, they went to the tomb. They had been saying to one 
another, “Who will roll away the stone for us from the entrance to this tomb?” When they 
looked up, they saw that the stone, which was very large, had already been rolled back. As 
they entered the tomb, they saw a young man, dressed in a white robe, sitting on the right 
side; and they were alarmed. But he said to them, “Do not be alarmed, you are looking for 
Jesus of Nazareth, who was crucified. He has been raised; he is not here. Look, there is the 
place they laid him. But go, tell his disciples and Peter that he is going ahead of you to 
Galilee, there you will see him, just as he told you.” So they went out and fled from the 
tomb, for terror and amazement had seized, them; and they said nothing to anyone, for 
they were afraid.

Celebrant Will you persevere in resisting evil, and, whenever you fall into sin, repent and 
 return to the Lord? 
People      I will, with God's help.  

Celebrant  Will you proclaim by word and example the Good News of God in Christ? 
People       I will, with God’s help. 

Celebrant  Will you seek and serve Christ in all persons, loving your neighbor as yourself? 
People        I will, with God’s help.  

Celebrant Will you strive for justice and peace among all people, and respect the dignity of 
 every human being?  
People     I will, with God's help.

Celebrant   The Spirit of God be with you. 
People         And also with you. 
 

Celebrant    Lift your hearts to heaven 
People         Where Christ in glory reigns. 
 

Celebrant    Let us give thanks to God. 
People         It is right to offer thanks and praise. 
 

It is right indeed to give you thanks most loving God, through Jesus Christ, our Redeemer, 
the first born from the dead, the pioneer of our salvation, who is with us always, one of us, 
yet from the heart of God. For with your whole created universe, we praise you for your 
unfailing gift of life. We thank you that you make us human and stay with us even when 
we turn from you.
