A note about the Triduum: 
 
The "Triduum Sacrum" literally means "the sacred three days," which mark the last three 
days of Holy Week: Maundy Thursday, Good Friday and Holy Saturday. These three days 
commemorate the Last Supper, Jesus' Passion and the Death of Christ. At the end of Holy 
Saturday the Great Vigil of Easter brings the service to a joyous conclusion. These three 
days are actually one service broken into three parts, and are therefore gathered together in 
one service leaflet.

The Ceremony of the Washing of Feet 

\ The Celebrant says, 

Fellow servants of our Lord Jesus Christ: On the night before his death, Jesus set an 
example for his disciples by washing their feet, an act of humble service. He taught that 
strength and growth in the life of the Kingdom of God come not by power, authority, or 
even miracle, but by such lowly service. We all need to remember his example, but none 
stand more in need of this reminder than those whom the Lord has called to the ordained 
ministry. 

Therefore, I invite you who share in the royal priesthood of Christ, to come forward, 
remembering his admonition that what will be done for you is also to be done by you to 
others.

"Do you know what I, your Lord and Master, have done to you? I have given you 
an example, that you should do as I have done."
